•	 Has poor visuo motor co-ordination


•	 Lacks the strength to complete the cutting action


•	 Has a tremor and cannot place the scissors at a given starting point


•	 Has poor background/foreground differentiation.


Also ideal for use in Early Years settings to teach the opening/closing action of scissor skills. The child 
uses the loops furthest from the blade, whilst the adult places their fingers over the child’s hand and 


through the loops nearest the blade to assist with placement, guidance and strength.

Simply push the paper or card along the base 
until in position, then push down the “T” shaped handle to cut.  The hidden spring will automatically 
reopen the blades in readiness for the next cut.  It is often advantageous to use the more dextrous 
hand to manipulate the paper whilst the more affected hand works the scissors.
